The snowmobile trails depicted on this map are created
through the efforts of the members of the clubs of the
Maine Snowmobile Association (MSA), the Snowmobile
Division of the Bureau of Parks & Lands-Maine
Depariment of Conservation, parficipating municipaliies
and many generous landowners across the state who
allow snowmobile trails on their property,

To create and maintain these winter trails, Maine snow-
mobile clubs, chambers of commerce, municipalities
and businesses have provided thousands of volunteer
hours, a considerable amount of their own funds and
trail grooming equipment to supplement the monies pro-
vided fo the trail system by snowmobile registration
fiees and some gas lax revenue,

These primary trails and many others have been
developed to provide the snowmobilers of Maine and
those who visit our state with safe, enjoyable snowmo-
biling on over 13,500 miles of groomed winter trails,
All who enjoy snowmobiling in Maine are encouraged
to join a club and the MSA to help keep the lrails
open. To contact an MSA club in your town or riding
area, see the list on the reverse of this map.

Sled Registration

Maine snowmobile registrations are available through
the Division of Licensing and Registration, Department
of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife (IF&W), 41 State House
Stalion, Augusta, Maine 04333-0041 207-287-2043 and
at over 200 agents across the state. There are also
some agents in New Hampshire and Vermont. The list
is posted on the IF&W web site: www.maine.goviifwl.
You may also purchase resident renewsls and non resl-
dent season registrations on-ling on the same web sile,
Resident regislration is $35 per season (7/1-6/30). Non-
resident registration is $88 for a full season; $58 for ten
consecutive days or $43 for 3 consecutive days. (There
is also an agent fee of $1-52). Registration funds are
used by the Snowmobile Division, Bureau of Parks and
Lands to allocate grants to clubs, lowns el, to partially
reimburse them for the development and maintenance
of trails and the purchase of grooming equipment; a
portion is used to supperl snowmobile enforcemant and
olher activities of the Maine Warden Service.

For $20 you can support the activilies of the Landowner
Relations program at IFAW, dedicated o insuring recre-
ational access 1o private lands. Ask for a “Supersport”
upgrade when you register your sted. For more informa-
tion, visit www.maine_govfifw.

Cross-Border Riding

Snowmobilers must stop at customs 1o ride into
Canada. Carry proper ID and obtain required insurance
and trail passes. A current passport will make your bor-
der crossings much smoother. Note the hours of opera-
tion for custorns and plan your cross-border irips con-
senvatively. Major crossings inte Quebec and New
Brunswick are open 24 hours a day, seven days a
week. Many less fraveled crossings are open for limiled
hours. Plan your trips accordingly. For information about
snowmobiling requirements in Maine's neighboring
state and provinces:
